WHEREAS, pollinator species provide significant environmental benefits that are 

necessary for maintaining a healthy and bio - diverse ecosystem, whether in working lands or 

natural areas; and  

 

WHEREAS, our Commonwealth promotes conservation and stewardship through 

protecting pollinators, maintaining their habitats, and enhancing public understanding 

through education and outreach programs . 

 

THEREFORE, I, Josh Shapiro, Governor of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, do
